P: ¿Cuál es la historia de recibir la Comunión bajo ambas 
especies? 
R: En la Iglesia primitiva, las personas normalmente reci-
bían la comunión bajo ambas especies, excepto en circun-
stancias como si la comunión fuera llevada a los enfer-
mos. En el siglo 11 y 12, esta práctica había cambiado 
gradualmente, y los laicos típicamente sólo recibían la 
eucaristía en forma de pan. En 1963, el Concilio Vaticano 
II permitió a los obispos locales reintroducir la práctica 
de la recepción bajo ambas especies en sus propias dióce-
sis.

THE SACRAMENT OF THE EUCHARIST 
Q: How do I receive communion on the tongue, if I 
choose to do that? 
A: After you bow, keep your hands folded. When the 
minister says, “The Body of Christ,” you quickly say, 
“Amen.” Then you open your mouth, put your tongue 
out, and allow the minister to place the host on your 
tongue. 
 
Q: What difference does it make if I receive the host on 
my hand, or on my tongue? 
A: Either way is acceptable if done for the right reasons 
and with proper reverence. There is an ancient tradition, 
even as early as the 4th century, of receiving communion 
in the hands. St. Cyril of Jerusalem told his congregation 
to “make your left hand a throne for the right, as for that 
which is to receive a king.” Because our hands are not 
consecrated like the priests’ hands are, many people 
choose to receive communion on the tongue. This has 
been a common practice in the Roman Catholic Church 
for hundreds of years.  
Q: What should I do if I am not receiving communion at 
a Mass? 
A: If you are unable to or choose not to receive commun-
ion for any reason, you are welcome to stay and pray at 
your pew. You may also come forward with your arms 
crossed over your chest to receive a blessing. In any case, 
it may be beneficial to make an act of spiritual commun-
ion and still receive the fruits or effects of receiving 
Christ in your heart.
