It doesn’t need to be complex, but rather, 
very simple — to live each moment in awareness of our 
Father’s mission and in gratitude for all He has given us.

TAX TIP FOR 2021  
The second stimulus package passed at the end of 2020 included new tax provisions that may benefit you in the 2021 tax 
year.  Last year, the CARES Acts allowed for up to $300 of a taxpayer’s charitable contributions to qualify as an above-
the-line deduction.  In 2021 that provision is being extended and improved.  The key change for 2021 is that married 
couples can claim up to $600.  Individuals can still claim up to $300 as before.  You don’t have to itemize deductions to 
take advantage of these deductions.  Qualifying donations must be made in cash or  cash equivalent and have 
proper documentation of the donation from the charity.
