Just as a 
good tree bears good fruit and a bad tree bears bad fruit, 
so also the good steward produces good and an evil per-
son evil. This is no coincidence. Our words and actions 
are outward expressions of what lies in our hearts. It is 
out of the “store of goodness in his heart” that the good 
person produces good and “out of the store of evil in his 
heart” that the evil person produces evil. A reflection for 
the week: How are our words and actions accurately re-
flecting what lies deep in our hearts?
