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ST. REGIS STEWARDSHIP CORNER 
Today’s Gospel reveals to us the beginning of Jesus’ 
journey to Jerusalem. We will journey with Jesus for 
many Sundays to come, and along the way he will teach 
us about the demands of discipleship. His instructions 
may seem harsh and unreasonable to our ears. His re-
sponse to legitimate requests to postpone the journey re-
minds us that there are always justifiable excuses to defer 
the journey or put off the responsibilities of discipleship. 
Other important matters compete for our attention. Some 
of us must make heart-wrenching choices, but there is 
urgency about Jesus’ mission to bring forth God’s king-
dom. His demand is that we proclaim the Kingdom of 
God now. Is this our first priority, or do we have other 
priorities?
