In today’s Gospel passage from Luke, we find our Lord
appointing disciples to go out and prepare others to re-
ceive His invitation into the Kingdom of God. Every
verse has something to say about the way a Christian
steward should approach others. Let’s look at least one of
the coaching tips Christ gives.

“The Lord appointed seventy-two others whom He sent
out ahead of Him in pairs to every town and place He
intended to visit.” In His wisdom, Christ sent His disci-
ples out not as individuals but in pairs, as teams. This
approach to evangelization certainly provided practical
advantages. The disciples could lean on each other for
mutual support and encouragement, helping each other to
stay on task and to put their heads together to pray and
problem-solve. This teamwork approach is just as rele-
vant to us modern-day Christian stewards. It takes cour-
age and commitment to go out and invite others into the
Christian life. We need to work together to do it well.
