We are eight months into our 
campaign, and we have raised 
$98,210 so far.  WOW!  
Thanks to your generosity we 
are almost to the goal of 
$100,000 for the parking lot 
phase.  Ideally if we can 
reach the phase one goal in 
the next 2 months, we could 
go ahead with the renovation 
in late summer.  With 141 
spaces in the parking lot, that 
is about $730 a space.  If you 
would like to help us meet the 
goal, by August 1st, consider  
donating.
