In today’s Gospel, we hear that a number of Jesus’ fol-
lowers left him because his message was too difficult for 
them to accept. In essence, they did not believe in him. 
He then asked the Twelve if they wished to leave as well. 
Peter responds by making a profound profession of faith 
in Jesus as Lord and Savior. The Twelve made a choice 
and stood by their choice, remaining loyal to their com-
mitment to Jesus. A good question for our reflection 
might be this: Are we satisfied with the stewardship we 
exercise over our baptismal commitment? Are we just 
“along for the ride?” Are we keeping Christ in front of us 
as we make decisions about our daily activities, our rela-
tionships, our parish, issues in the workplace, issues such 
as peace and justice? What is the quality of our steward-
ship?

¿Estamos manteniendo a Cristo frente nosotros cuando 
tomamos decisiones acerca de nuestras actividades diari-
as, de nuestras relaciones, de nuestra parroquia, de los 
asuntos en nuestro lugar de trabajo, de temas como la paz 
y la justicia? ¿Cuál es la calidad de nuestra corre-
sponsabilidad?
