ST. REGIS STEWARDSHIP CORNER 
Our Lord speaks of true humility in our Gospel passage 
from Luke, telling the parable of the guests invited to a 
wedding banquet and instructing us not to seek a place of 
honor at the banquet table, lest a more distinguished guest 
arrives and we are asked to move to a lower place.  
 

Jesus has much more in mind here than an etiquette les-
son. He is reminding us that all glory belongs to God. 
The visual image He offers in having to slink down to a 
lower seat at the table points out how silly we are when 
we forget to give God the credit for our blessings and 
talents.  
 

On the other hand, when we live in humility —
recognizing that all we have is a gift from God and using 
those gifts to serve Him and others — then God “exalts” 
us by filling us with even more of Himself and His grace. 
 

Jesus goes on to encourage us to serve and share our 
blessings with people facing circumstances that would 
make it impossible for them to offer us any worldly ad-
vantage or prestige— “the poor, the crippled, the lame.”
