TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION

Coming to the end of the Church year, we can wonder
how we got “extreme unction” out of “anointing of the
sick.” “Extreme” comes from a Latin phrase, in extremis,
which in English refers to the last struggle of a dying per-
son. “Last rites” is a phrase in common usage, and refers
to the fact that years ago everyone waited until the last
crisis of illness to summon the priest. The goal of anoint-
ing had always been healing and forgiveness, but in time
it began to be seen as a preparation for death. In a hard
world, almost anything from a hangnail to a sneeze could
be life[ Ithreatening, so perhaps the change was inevita-
ble. The emphasis on the penitential aspects was height-
ened, even to the odd practice of Rome in the twelfth cen-
tury, when the sick person was sprinkled with ashes
mixed with holy water and given a hair shirt as a sign of
penance.

The reformers thankfully overlooked some of these oddi-
ties of history, and today the sacrament of the sick is
much more generously applied to persons in a wide range
of situations. Still, it is a sacrament of reconciliation, and
for that reason is not celebrated for an infant or toddler,
although there is a rite for a visit to a sick child not in-
cluding anointing or Communion.
