As the end of the year approaches, it is an ideal time to review your important financial decisions.  If part of your finan-
cial planning includes charitable giving, please know how gratefully we would be if you remember St. Regis Church & 
Academy in your decision.  There are many ways to make a gift and some of them would provide you with savings on 
your income tax.  Giving options include: 
 

• Simply write a check or use Online Giving.  The 2020 CARES Act allows all taxpayers to deduct up to $300 of 
charitable donations on their 2020 tax return, even if you don’t itemize.  Note this is a one time change in the tax 
code and only applies to the 2020 tax year. 

 

• Donate a gift of appreciated securities (stocks or mutual funds owned a year or longer).  You are allowed a charitable 
deduction of the full fair market value.  Be sure to transfer the stock directly to St. Regis.  Please call the office if 
you need more information. 

 

• Gift from a retirement account.  The 2020 CARES Act allows individuals age 70 ½ or older to avoid having to take 
the required minimum distribution for 2020.  However, some individuals still have a tax advantage when gifting IRA 
assets to St. Regis.  The distribution must come directly from the plan administrator.  Contact the office if you have 
questions or need a copy of the forms. 

 

• Charitable Gift Annuities may be able to provide you income for your life with an interest rate more attractive than 
current CD or bank interest rates.  In addition, the life payment you received is partially tax free.  For more details,
