In the First Reading, from The Book of Leviticus, the 
book which helps explain the rules for the Levitical 
Priesthood, God says to Moses that he should teach the 
people this: “Be holy, for I, the LORD, your God, am 
holy.” 
 

This is huge, there is no way that we can be as holy as 
God is, especially on our own. God is Divine, thus, His 
Holiness is above and way beyond our capabilities. What 
God is saying to us though is that we need to strive for 
holiness. One way for us to strive for this is through 
prayer and humbly returning to God, asking Him for His 
help with the plan He has for our lives. 
 

Will that make us holy like the Lord? This is a journey, 
not a sprint. It will not happen in an instant, but it is 
through this cooperation with the Divine Creator, His 
benevolence and on-going sharing of His Divine Good-
ness, by bestowing His grace upon us.  (Sanctifying 
grace, which means to make us holy like we were made 
at our Baptism, and Habitual grace, frequenting the sacra-
ments, returning to the fount of grace to be made more 
holy today, from yesterday.)  Yes, it is impossible for us, 
if one goes it alone, but by asking Our Lord for help, 
seeking Him out in the Sacraments and returning to Him 
through reconciling our wrongful actions we grow holier 
and holier by drawing closer to Him.  His abundant grac-
es, and goodness, which are freely bestowed upon us 
through His desire to make us the best version of our-
selves.  We will draw closer to the One who made us, 
leaving behind our sinful habits and arrive closer and 
closer to that perfection God is calling us to be.
