If your income or employment has been impacted by the 
coronavirus, you may be eligible to receive help through 
the Low Income Home Energy Assistance Program 
(LIHEAP). A letter from your employer on letterhead 
will be required providing details of how your employ-
ment and wages have been impacted by coronavirus. If 
you are unable to get a letter, include your employer’s 
phone number so the agency can verify the impact date, 
work hours and payrate, if applicable.
